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Gospel according to Saint Matthew (20: 17-28)

Then the mother of Zebedee’s sons came to Jesus with her sons and, kneeling down, asked a favor of him. “What is it you
want?” he asked. She said, “Grant that one of these two sons of mine may sit at your right and the other at your left in your
kingdom.” “You don’t know what you are asking,” Jesus said to them. “Can you drink the cup I am going to drink?” “We
can,” they answered. Jesus said to them, “You will indeed drink from my cup, but to sit at my right or left is not for me to
grant. These places belong to those for whom they have been prepared by my Father.” When the ten heard about this, they
were indignant with the two brothers. Jesus called them together and said, “You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it
over them, and their high officials exercise authority over them. Not so with you. Instead, whoever wants to become great
among you must be your servant, and whoever wants to be first must be your slave - just as the Son of Man did not come to
be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”
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From the letter of St. Paul to Romans (7: 14-25)

We know that the law is spiritual; but I am carnal, sold into slavery to sin. What I do, I do not understand. For I do not do
what I want, but I do what I hate. Now if I do what I do not want, I concur that the law is good. So now it is no longer I who
do it, but sin that dwells in me. For I know that good does not dwell in me, that is, in my flesh. The willing is ready at hand,
but doing the good is not. For I do not do the good I want, but I do the evil I do not want. Now if (I) do what I do not want, it
is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells in me So, then, I discover the principle that when I want to do right, evil is at hand.
For I take delight in the law of God, in my inner self, but I see in my members another principle at war with the law of my
mind, taking me captive to the law of sin that dwells in my members. Miserable one that I am! Who will deliver me from this
mortal body? Thanks be to God through Jesus Christ our Lord. Therefore, I myself, with my mind, serve the law of God but,
with my flesh, the law of sin.
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A reading from the Book of Joshua (5: 13-6:5)

When Joshua was by Jericho, he lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, a man stood before him with his drawn sword in
his hand; and Joshua went to him and said to him, “Are you for us, or for our adversaries?” And he said, “No; but as com-
mander of the army of the Lord I have now come.” And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and worshiped, and said to him,
“What does my lord bid his servant?” And the commander of the Lord’s army said to Joshua, “Put off your shoes from your
feet; for the place where you stand is holy.” And Joshua did so. Now Jericho was shut up from within and from without be-
cause of the people of Israel; none went out, and none came in. And the Lord said to Joshua, “See, I have given into your
hand Jericho, with its king and mighty men of valor. You shall march around the city, all the men of war going around the
city once. Thus shall you do for six days. And seven priests shall bear seven trumpets of rams’ horns before the ark; and on
the seventh day you shall march around the city seven times, the priests blowing the trumpets. And when they make a long
blast with the ram’s horn, as soon as you hear the sound of the trumpet, then all the people shall shout with a great shout; and
the wall of the city will fall down flat, and the people shall go up every man straight before him.
