Gospel according to Saint Matthew (21: 23-46)

And when Jesus entered the temple, the chief priests and the elders of the people came up to him as he was teaching, and said,
“By what authority are you doing these things, and who gave you this authority?” Jesus answered them, “I also will ask you a ques-
tion; and if you tell me the answer, then I also will tell you by what authority I do these things. The baptism of John, whence was it?
From heaven or from men?” And they argued with one another, “If we say, ‘From heaven,” he will say to us, ‘Why then did you not
believe him?” But if we say, ‘From men,” we are afraid of the multitude; for all hold that John was a prophet.” So, they answered
Jesus, “We do not know.” And he said to them, “Neither will I tell you by what authority I do these things. “What do you think? A
man had two sons; and he went to the first and said, ‘Son, go and work in the vineyard today.” And he answered, ‘I will not’; but
afterward he repented and went. And he went to the second and said the same; and he answered, ‘I go, sir,” but did not go. Which of
the two did the will of his father?” They said, “The first.” Jesus said to them, “Truly, I say to you, the tax collectors and the harlots
go into the kingdom of God before you. For John came to you in the way of righteousness, and you did not believe him, but the tax
collectors and the harlots believed him; and even when you saw it, you did not afterward repent and believe him.
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From the letter of St. Paul to Romans (12: 8-27)

So then, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh— for if you live according to the flesh you
will die, but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body you will live. For all who are led by the Spirit of God are
sons of God. For you did not receive the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received the spirit of sonship.
When we cry, “Abba! Father! it is the Spirit himself bearing witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if chil-
dren, then heirs, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in order that we may also be glori-
fied with him. I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory that is to be re-
vealed to us. For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the sons of God; for the creation was subjected
to futility, not of its own will but by the will of him who subjected it in hope; because the creation itself will be set free
from its bondage to decay and obtain the glorious liberty of the children of God.
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A reading from the Book of Joshua (6: 27— 7: 15)

So, the Lord was with Joshua; and his fame was in all the land. But the people of Israel broke faith in regard to the devoted
things; for Achan the son of Carmi, son of Zabdi, son of Zerah, of the tribe of Judah, took some of the devoted things; and
the anger of the Lord burned against the people of Israel. Joshua sent men from Jericho to Ai, which is near Beth-a'ven,
east of Bethel, and said to them, “Go up and spy out the land.” And the men went up and spied out Ai. And they returned
to Joshua, and said to him, “Let not all the people go up, but let about two or three thousand men go up and attack Ai; do
not make the whole people toil up there, for they are but few.” So about three thousand went up there from the people; and
they fled before the men of Ai, and the men of Ai killed about thirty-six men of them and chased them before the gate as
far as Sheb’arim, and slew them at the descent. And the hearts of the people melted and became as water.
