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Gospel according to Saint John (9: 39— 10: 21)

Then Jesus said, "I came into this world for judgment, so that those who do not see might see, and those who do see might
become blind."Some of the Pharisees who were with him heard this and said to him, "Surely we are not also blind, are
we?"Jesus said to them, "If you were blind, you would have no sin; but now you are saying, 'We see,' so your sin remains.
"Amen, amen, | say to you, whoever does not enter a sheepfold through the gate but climbs over elsewhere is a thief and a
robber. But whoever enters through the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens it for him, and the sheep
hear his voice, as he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has driven out all his own, he walks ahead
of them, and the sheep follow him, because they recognize his voice. But they will not follow a stranger; they will run away
from him, because they do not recognize the voice of strangers." Although Jesus used this figure of speech, they did not
realize what he was trying to tell them. So Jesus said again, "Amen, amen, I say to you, [ am the gate for the sheep.-All
who came [before me] are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not listen to them.
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From the letter of St. Paul to Romans (14: 10-23)

You, then, why do you judge your brother or sister? Or why do you treat them with contempt? For we will all stand before
God’s judgment seat. It is written: “‘As surely as I live,” says the Lord, ‘every knee will bow before me; every tongue will
acknowledge God.”” So then, each of us will give an account of ourselves to God. Therefore let us stop passing judg-
ment on one another. Instead, make up your mind not to put any stumbling block or obstacle in the way of a brother or sis-
ter. I am convinced, being fully persuaded in the Lord Jesus, that nothing is unclean in itself. But if anyone regards some-
thing as unclean, then for that person it is unclean. If your brother or sister is distressed because of what you eat, you are no
longer acting in love. Do not by your eating destroy someone for whom Christ died. Therefore do not let what you know is
good be spoken of as evil. For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking, but of righteousness, peace and
joy in the Holy Spirit, because anyone who serves Christ in this way is pleasing to God and receives human approval. Let
us therefore make every effort to do what leads to peace and to mutual edification
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A reading from the Book of Joshua (21: 43— 22: 9)

Thus the Lord gave to Israel all the land which he swore to give to their fathers; and having taken possession of it, they
settled there. And the Lord gave them rest on every side just as he had sworn to their fathers; not one of all their enemies
had withstood them, for the Lord had given all their enemies into their hands. Not one of all the good promises which
the Lord had made to the house of Israel had failed; all came to pass.Then Joshua summoned the Reubenites, and the
Gadites, and the half-tribe of Manas'seh, *and said to them, “You have kept all that Moses the servant of
the Lord commanded you, and have obeyed my voice in all that [ have commanded you; you have not forsaken your breth-
ren these many days, down to this day, but have been careful to keep the charge of the Lord your God. And now
the Lord your God has given rest to your brethren, as he promised them; therefore turn and go to your home in the land
where your possession lies, which Moses the servant of the Lord gave you on the other side of the Jordan.
