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Gospel according to Saint John (14: 1-14)

Jesuse said: Do not let your hearts be troubled. You have faith in God; have faith also in me. In my Father's house there are many
dwelling places. If there were not, would I have told you that I am going to prepare a place for you? And if I go and prepare a
place for you, I will come back again and take you to myself, so that where I am you also may be. Where (I) am going you know
the way." Thomas said to him, "Master, we do not know where you are going; how can we know the way?" Jesus said to him, "I
am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If you know me, then you will also know
my Father. From now on you do know him and have seen him." Philip said to him, "Master, show us the Father, and that will be
enough for us." Jesus said to him, "Have I been with you for so long a time and you still do not know me, Philip? Whoever has
seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 'Show us the Father'? Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is
in me? The words that I speak to you I do not speak on my own. The Father who dwells in me is doing his works.
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From the letter of St. Paul to Ephesians (1:1-14)

Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, to the holy ones who are (in Ephesus) faithful in Christ Jesus: grace to you
and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has
blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavens, as he chose us in him, before the foundation of the world, to
be holy and without blemish before him. In love he destined us for adoption to himself through Jesus Christ, in accord with the
favor of his will, for the praise of the glory of his grace that he granted us in the beloved. In him we have redemption by his
blood, the forgiveness of transgressions, in accord with the riches of his grace that he lavished upon us. In all wisdom and in-
sight, he has made known to us the mystery of his will in accord with his favor that he set forth in him as a plan for the fullness
of times, to sum up all things in Christ, in heaven and on earth. In him we were also chosen, destined in accord with the pur-
pose of the one who accomplishes all things according to the intention of his will.
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A reading from the Book of Acts (5: 34-42)

But a Pharisee in the council named Gama'li-el, a teacher of the law, held in honor by all the people, stood up
and ordered the men to be put outside for a while. 35 And he said to them, “Men of Israel, take care what you do
with these men. For before these days Theu'das arose, giving himself out to be somebody, and a number of men,
about four hundred, joined him; but he was slain and all who followed him were dispersed and came to noth-
ing. After him Judas the Galilean arose in the days of the census and drew away some of the people after him;
he also perished, and all who followed him were scattered. So in the present case I tell you, keep away from
these men and let them alone; for if this plan or this undertaking is of men, it will fail; but if it is of God, you
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will not be able to overthrow them. You might even be found opposing God!
