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Gospel according to Saint John (21: 1-14)

Afterward Jesus appeared again to his disciples, by the Sea of Galilee. It happened this way: Simon Peter, Thomas (also
known as Didymus), Nathanael from Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two other disciples were together. “I’m
going out to fish,” Simon Peter told them, and they said, “We’ll go with you.” So they went out and got into the boat, but
that night they caught nothing. Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the shore, but the disciples did not realize that it was
Jesus. He called out to them, “Friends, haven’t you any fish? “No,” they answered. He said, “Throw your net on the right
side of the boat and you will find some.” When they did, they were unable to haul the net in because of the large number
of fish. That disciple whom Jesus loved therefore said to Peter, “It is the Lord!” When Simon Peter heard that it was the
Lord, he put on his outer garment, for he was stripped for work, and threw himself into the sea. The other disciples came
in the boat, dragging the net full of fish, for they were not far from the land, but about a hundred yards1 off.
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From the letter of St. Paul to Hebrews (10: 19-36)

Therefore, brothers, since through the blood of Jesus we have confidence of entrance into the sanctuary by the new and living way he
opened for us through the veil, that is, his flesh, and since we have "a great priest over the house of God," let us approach with a sincere
heart and in absolute trust, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed in pure water. Let us hold
unwaveringly to our confession that gives us hope, for he who made the promise is trustworthy. We must consider how to rouse one an-
other to love and good works. We should not stay away from our assembly, as is the custom of some, but encourage one another, and this
all the more as you see the day drawing near. If we sin deliberately after receiving knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains sacri-
fice for sins but a fearful prospect of judgment and a flaming fire that is going to consume the adversaries. Anyone who rejects the law of
Moses is put to death without pity on the testimony of two or three witnesses. Do you not think that a much worse punishment is due the
one who has contempt for the Son of God, considers unclean the covenant-blood by which he was consecrated, and insults the spirit of
grace? We know the one who said: ""Vengeance is mine; I will repay," and again: "The Lord will judge his people."
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A reading from the Book of Acts (9: 1-19)

But Saul, still breathing threats and murder against the disciples of the Lord, went to the high priest and asked him
for letters to the synagogues at Damascus, so that if he found any belonging to the Way, men or women, he might
bring them bound to Jerusalem. Now as he journeyed, he approached Damascus, and suddenly a light from heaven
flashed about him. And he fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute
me?” And he said, “Who are you, Lord?” And he said, “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting; but rise and enter
the city, and you will be told what you are to do.” The men who were traveling with him stood speechless, hearing
the voice but seeing no one. Saul arose from the ground; and when his eyes were opened, he could see nothing; so
they led him by the hand and brought him into Damascus. And for three days he was without sight, and neither ate
nor drank.
