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Gospel according to Saint John (17: 1-26)

When Jesus had said this, he raised his eyes to heaven and said, '""Father, the hour has come. Give glory to your son,
so that your son may glorify you, just as you gave him authority over all people, so that he may give eternal life to
all you gave him. Now this is eternal life, that they should know you, the only true God, and the one whom you sent,
Jesus Christ. I glorified you on earth by accomplishing the work that you gave me to do. Now glorify me, Father,
with you, with the glory that I had with you before the world began. "I revealed your name to those whom you gave
me out of the world. They belonged to you, and you gave them to me, and they have kept your word. Now they
know that everything you gave me is from you, because the words you gave to me I have given to them, and they
accepted them and truly understood that I came from you, and they have believed that you sent me. I pray for them.
I do not pray for the world but for the ones you have given me, because they are yours, and everything of mine is
yours and everything of yours is mine, and I have been glorified in them.
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From the letter of St. Paul to the Ephesians (2: 4-22)

But God, who is rich in mercy, because of the great love he had for us, even when we were dead in our transgressions,
brought us to life with Christ (by grace you have been saved), raised us up with him, and seated us with him in the heavens
in Christ Jesus, that in the ages to come he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in his kindness to us in Christ
Jesus. For by grace, you have been saved through faith, and this is not from you; it is the gift of God; it is not from works, so
no one may boast. For we are his handiwork, created in Christ Jesus for the good works that God has prepared in advance,
that we should live in them. Therefore, remember that at one time you, Gentiles in the flesh, called the uncircumcision by
those called the circumcision, which is done in the flesh by human hands, were at that time without Christ, alienated from the
community of Israel and strangers to the covenants of promise, without hope and without God in the world. But now in
Christ Jesus you who once were far off have become near by the blood of Christ. For he is our peace, he who made both one
and broke down the dividing wall of enmity, through his flesh, abolishing the law with its commandments and legal claims,
that he might create in himself one new person in place of the two, thus establishing peace, and might reconcile both with
God, in one body, through the cross, putting that enmity to death by it.
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A reading from the Book of Acts (10: 1-16)

At Caesare’a there was a man named Cornelius, a centurion of what was known as the Italian Cohort,a devout
man who feared God with all his household, gave alms liberally to the people, and prayed constantly to God. About
the ninth hour of the day he saw clearly in a vision an angel of God coming in and saying to him, “Cornelius.” And
he stared at him in terror, and said, “What is it, Lord?” And he said to him, “Your prayers and your alms have as-
cended as a memorial before God. And now send men to Joppa and bring one Simon who is called Peter; he is lodg-
ing with Simon, a tanner, whose house is by the seaside.” When the angel who spoke to him had departed, he called
two of his servants and a devout soldier from among those that waited on him, and having related everything to
them, he sent them to Joppa.
