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Gospel according to Saint Mark (16: 9-20)

When he had risen, early on the first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had driven
seven demons. She went and told his companions who were mourning and weeping. When they heard that he was alive and
had been seen by her, they did not believe. After this he appeared in another form to two of them walking along on their
way to the country. They returned and told the others; but they did not believe them either. (But) later, as the eleven were
at table, he appeared to them and rebuked them for their unbelief and hardness of heart because they had not believed
those who saw him after he had been raised. He said to them, "Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to every
creature. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved; whoever does not believe will be condemned. These signs will
accompany those who believe: in my name they will drive out demons, they will speak new languages. They will pick up
serpents (with their hands), and if they drink any deadly thing, it will not harm them. They will lay hands on the sick, and
they will recover." So then the Lord Jesus, after he spoke to them, was taken up into heaven and took his seat at the right
hand of God. But they went forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord worked with them and confirmed the word
through accompanying signs.)
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From the letter of St. Paul to Philippians (1: 27-2: 11)

live in such a way that you are a credit to the Message of Christ. Let nothing in your conduct hang on
whether I come or not. Your conduct must be the same whether I show up to see things for myself or hear
of it from a distance. Stand united, singular in vision, contending for people’s trust in the Message, the
good news, not flinching or dodging in the slightest before the opposition. Your courage and unity will
show them what they’re up against: defeat for them, victory for you-and both because of God. There’s far
more to this life than trusting in Christ. There’s also suffering for him. And the suffering is as much a gift
as the trusting. You’re involved in the same kind of struggle you saw me go through, on which you are now
getting an updated report in this letter.
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A reading from the Book of Acts (1: 15-26)

In those days Peter stood up among the brethren (the company of persons was in all about a hundred and twenty), and
said, “Brethren, the scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit spoke beforehand by the mouth of David, concerning
Judas who was guide to those who arrested Jesus. For he was numbered among us and was allotted his share in this minis-
try. (Now this man bought a field with the reward of his wickedness; and falling headlong he burst open in the middle and all
his bowels gushed out. And it became known to all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that the field was called in their language
AKkeldama, that is, Field of Blood.) For it is written in the book of Psalms, ‘Let his habitation become desolate, and let there be
no one to live in it’; And ‘His office let another take. So, one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the
Lord Jesus went in and out among us, beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from us—one of
these men must become with us a witness to his resurrection.

The ascender Jesus to the Father remains ever- present among us and in more deep we
seek to understand his teaching and living it in the vocabulary of our daily lives. This is

why the prayers of this Sunday invite us to think seriously about this matter.
